The Sunday Readings 

J esus, suffering insult, 
pain and death allows 

himself to be the suffer-
ing servant of Isaiah’s 
prophecy. As the story of 
His Passion unfolds be-

fore us, beginning with His entry into Jeru-
salem, we are shown again the over-
whelming generosity of God’s love for us, 
displayed in the face of appalling cruelty 
and injustice. This week’s story is one, 
from  entering Jerusalem to the Resurrec-
tion, From the Cross, Jesus opens His 
arms to embrace all the world as He offers 
mercy and forgiveness to those who turn 
to Him. Jesus makes plain His love for us; 
how are we going to show our love for 
Him? 

My song is love unknown, 
My saviour’s love for me, 

Love to the loveless shown 
That they might lovely be. 

O who am I, that for my sake 
My Lord should take frail flesh, and die? 

No one can know the full depth of God’s 
love for it is so great, and yet it is a love 
for me, for you. How many times am I 
without love as I fail to love God above all 
things and my neighbours as myself? Yet 
God’s love seeks to transform us. And 
yes, who am I that God should come to 
earth and die for me..? He came to share 
our flesh and our death, so that we might 
share His glory and His everlasting life! 
Christ’s love can indeed make the love-
less lovely! Let us bear witness to that 
Love by allowing Him to make us lovely—
and those around us, sinners as we all 
are—and in God's sight there can be noth-
ing more lovely that the repentant sinner 
washed clean in His mercy. The loveless 
sinner made lovely by Love, in fact.
